The Great Assize came to examine witnesses, amoongwwas Gilbert de Aubern, about conflict-
ing claims by the Abbot of Hide and William de Pufgesumably William de Sifrewast) about a
half virgate of land in Purley. It was decided thdtliam had the greater right but that he should
hold it from the Abbot in perpetuity (63-1220)
